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Brazil Wheat: Production Estimate Increases from Last Year 
 

 
 
Brazil’s 2020/21 wheat production is estimated at 5.7 million metric tons (mmt), up 0.2 mmt from 
last month, and up 0.5 mmt from last year. Area is estimated at 2.2 million hectares (mha), up 0.1 
mha (4 percent) from last month, and up 0.14 mha (7 percent) from last year. Yield is estimated at 
2.62 tons per hectare, the same as last month, up 3 percent from last year, and up 2 percent from 
the 5-year average. 
 
Planting began in April in Paraná and is almost complete, with progress slightly ahead of last year 
and the 5-year average, as reported by the state Secretariat of Agriculture and Supply-Department 
of Rural Economy (DERAL/SEAB). Rio Grande do Sul began planting in May with 87 percent 
planted as of July 2 as reported by the Technical Assistance and Rural Extension of Rio Grande 
do Sul (EMATER-RS). A larger planted area for 2020/21 also contributes to the increased 
production estimate compared to last year. 
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
