A total of 1,799, 000 head of cattle and calves were on feed for slaughter market in Arizona,
California, and Colorado as of November 1, according to the Crop Reporting Board. This is
14 percent above October 1 and 20 percent more than the 1,505, 000 head on feed in these three
States November 1, 1961.

Arizona: On November I, there were 345, 000 head of cattle and calves on feed for slaugh-
ter market in Arizona, 30 percent higher than October 1, and 26 percent above the 273,000
head on feed a year earlier. The number placed on feed during October totaled 124, 000 head
compared with 98, 000 head for October last year. Marketings of 45, 000 head of fed cattle
during October were 50 percent more than October 1961.

California: Cattle and calves on feed for slaughter market in California November 1 totaled
993, 000 head, up 5 percent from a month earlier and 21 percent larger than the 823, 000 head
on feed November | last year. Placements during October amounted to 227, 000 head, 11 per-
cent above October a year earlier. Fed cattle marketed in October totaled 183, 000 head, 33
percent more than the same month in 1961.

Colorado: There were 461, 000 head of cattle and calves on feed for slaughter market in
Colorado as of November 1. This was 28 percent above October 1 and 13 percent higher than
November 1, 1961. Placements during October tot4led 183, 000 head, up 14 percent from a
year earlier. Marketings of fed cattle during October, at 81,000 head, were 7 percent above

Marketing data for 12 Markets: Steers and heifers marketed out of first
hands for slaughter at 12 livestock markets during October totaled 537,301
head, down 11 percent from the 602,008 head marketed at these markets
durlng October last year. Steer marketings of 358,169 head, were 14 percent
below, and heifer marketings at 179,132 head, were 4 percent below
October 1961.

Steers and heifers grading prime, choice and good amounted to 509,684
head--10 percent below marketings of these three grades in October 1961.
