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CATTLE ON FEED

Cattle and calves on feed November 1 for slaughter market in 7 monthly States
totaled 9,502,000 head, down 1 percent from a year ago but up 4 percent from last
month.

The only increase from November 1, 1972 was in Texas with a 4 percent in-
crease, Kansas and Arizona were the same as last year, while the other States
decreased,

PLACEMENTS DOWN 20 PERCENT

October placements of cattle and calves on feed in the 7 States totaled
2,118,000 head, down 20 percent from October 1972, All States had fewer place-
ments than a year earlier,

FED CATTLE MARKETINGS DOWN 5 PERCENT

Fed cattle marketings from the 7 States during Octoher totaled 1,751,000
head, down 5 percent from a year ago. Arizona and Kansas were the only States
with October marketings higher than the previous year.

OCTOBER MARKETINGS FOR 7 MARKETS

October marketings of steers and heifers sold out of first hands for slaugh-
ter at 7 markets totaled 202,860 head. Steers accounted for 116,661 head, and
heifers for 86,199 head. Average weight of steers was 1,129 pounds, down 3 pounds
from last October. Heifers averaged 978 pounds, up 14 pounds.

Average price per 100 pounds live weight for steers of $40,87 was up $6,37
from a year earlier but down $3.,99 from September. Average price for heifers at
$39.44 was up $6.19 from a year earlier but down $4.08 from last month.
