CATTLE ON FEED IN 23 STATES DOWN 26 PERCENT FROM A YEAR AGO

Cattle and calves on feed for slanghter market in the 23 major States
totaled 9,619,000 head, according to the Crop Reporting Board. This is 26
percent below a year ago and 31 percent lower than January 1, 1973. The
current 23 State number on feed is the lowest for January 1 since 1965, The
number on feed in the 7 monthly States {which are included in the 23 State
total) is estimated at 6,369,000 head, 32 percent below a year earlier.

Placements of cattle and calves in the 23 States during the October-
December quarter of 1974 totaled 6,009,000 head, down 20 percent from 1973
and 32 percent lower than the same quarter in 1972,

Marketings of fed cattle for slaughter during the October-December
quarter of 1974 totaled 5,542,000 head, This was down 14 percent from the
same quarter a year ago and 18 percent below that quarter of 1972,

KINDS ON FEED

There were 6,907,000 steers and steer calves on feed Jammary 1, 1975 in
the 23 major feeding States, 27 percent below a year earlier and 30 percent
less than January 1, 1973, Heifers and heifer calves, at 2,641,000, were 24
percent below last year and 33 percent below 1973, Cows and other cattle on
feed totaled 71,000, 17 percent below a year earlier, but 8 percent above
Janumary 1, 1973,

This report provides data for the 23 quarterly
States only. The nmumber of catile and calves
on feed January 1, 1975 by States and for the
United States will be published in the Cattle
Report to be issued February 3, 1975.
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WEIGHTS OF STEERS AND HEIFERS ON FEED

The mumber of steers and steer calves on feed in the 23 major States in
each weight group and the change from January 1, 1974 are as follows:

Under 500 pounds - 493,000 head, down 327,000;
500-699 pounds - 1,365,000 head, down 588,000;
700-899 pounds - 2,132,000 head, down 815,000;
900-1,099 pounds ~ 2,252,000 head, down 524,000;
1,100 pounds and over - 665,000 head, down 323,000,

The number of heifers and heifer calves by weight groups with changes
from a year ago are as follows:

Under 500 pounds -~ 449,000 head, down 245,000;
500-699 pounds - 782,000 head, down 237,000;
700-899 pounds - 969,000 head, down 229,000;
900-1,099 pounds ~ 441,000 head, down 145,000,

EXPECTED MARKETINGS

During January-March 1975, cattle feeders in the 23 major States expect
to market 5,538,000 head., If these expectations are realized, first quarter
marketings this year would be 8 percent below a year earlier and 16 percent
below the first quarter of 1973. Monthly marketing intentions are for 38
percent of the 3 month total to be marketed in January, 32 percent in February
and 30 percent in March.

DECEMBER MARKETINGS FOR SEVEN LIVESTOCK MARKETS

Steers and heifers sold out of first hands for slaughter in December
totaled 204,444 head and included 128,088 steers and 76,356 heifers. Average
liveweight of December marketings of steers was 1,132 pounds compared with
1,169 pounds a year earlier, Heifers averaged 977 pounds compared with 1,003
pounds a year ago. Average price per 100 pounds live weight during December
was 335.64 for steers, down §2.67 from December 1973. Heifers averaged $34.57,
down 52,98,

CATTLE FEEDIOTS AND FED CATTLE MARKETINGS BY SIZE GROUPS

Total feedlots with a capacity of 1,000 head or more which operated in
1974 totaled 1,922, a reduction of 6 percent from 1973 in the 23 major cattle
feeding States. Feedlots with a capacity below 1,000 head were also off 6
percent to 135,810,

During 1974, fed cattle marketings in the 23 major feeding States
totaled 23,334,000 head, down 8 percent from 1973 and 13 percent below 1972,

Feedlots with over 1,000 head capacity accounted for 65 percent of the
1974 fed cattle marketings, the same as the previous year but compares with
61,7 percent in 1972,
