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CATTLE ON FEED DOWN 10 PERCENT

Cattle and calves on feed May 1 for slaughter market totaled 8,351,000 head
in the 7 States preparing monthly estimates, down 10 percent from a year earlier,
according to the Crop Reporting Board.

Numbers on feed were down from a year ago in all 7 monthly States.

PLACEMENTS UP 1 PERCENT

April placements on feed in the 7 States totaled 1,192,000 head, up 1 percent
from the number placed in April last year. Nebraska and Arizona led the States
in increased placements from a year ago.

FED CATTLE MARKETINGS UP. 14 PERCENT

Fed cattle marketings from these States during April totaled 1,644,000 head,
up 14 percent from April last year.

All States marketed more fed cattle than a year ago except Arizona which
marketed 6 percent less than last year. -

APRIL MARKETINGS FROM SEVEN MARKETS UP SHARPLY

April marketings of steers and heifers sold out of first hands for slaughter
at 7 markets totaled 203,090 head compared with 119,952 in April 1973. Steers
accounted for 128,907 and heifers 74,183. Average liveweight of steers was
1,171 pounds, up 41 pounds and heifers averaged 996 pounds, 46 pounds over last
April.

The average price of $40.10 per hundred pounds liveweight for steers was
down $4.11 from a year ago and down $1.18 from March. Heifers averaged $39.84,
down $3.17 from April last year and $1.19 from the previous month.
