Cattle and calves on feed November 1 for slaughter market in the 7 States pre-
paring monthly estimates totaled 8.02 million head, down 14 percent from a year
ago and 2 percent less than November 1, 1977, according to the Crop Reporting
Board. Marketings of fed cattle during Octcober totaled 1.64 million, down 12
percent from last year but 3 percent more than October 1977,

Placements of cattle and calves on feed in the 7 States during October were 2.39
mittion, down 14 percent from a year ago and 17 percent less than October 1977,
Net placements of 2.24 million were off 15 percent and 19 percent, respectively,
from Tast year and 2 years ago.

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Estimates in this Cattie on Feed Report are based on data provided voluntarily by cattle feeders. The State Statistical Offices
maintain an up-to-date Jist of cattle feeders stratified by feedlot capacity. Data are collected by mail and by persomal and
telephond interviews on or about the 1st day of each survey period. Survey protedures are designed to obtain reports from all
feeders in the larger size strata, amd feeders in the smal! size strata are sampled. Of the total inventory of cattle on feed for
this report 78 percent was actually reported in the survey.
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
