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CATTLE ON FEED IN 23 STATES DOWN 8 PERCENT FROM A YEAR AGO

Cattle and calves on feed for slaughter market in the 23 States are
estimated at 12,310,000 head on April 1, 1974, according to the Crop Reporting
Board. This is 8 percent below the number on feed in the 23 States a year ago.
The number on feed in the 7 monthly States (which are included in the 23 State
total) is estimated at 8,803,000 head, alsc down 8 percent from April 1, 1973.

Placements of cattle and calves in the 23 States during the January-March
1974 quarter at 5,331,000 head were down 12 percent from the same period a year
ago.

Marketings of fed cattle for slaughter during the January-March quarter of
1974, at 6,088,000 head, were 8 percent below the same quarter a year ago.

Marketings during the April-June 1974 quarter are expected to total
6,331,000 head, 1 percent more than the same quarter in 1973 but 6 percent under
April-June 1972.

KINDS ON FEED

There were 9,025,000 steers and steer calves on feed April 1, 1974 in the
23 major feeding States, 5 percent below a year earlier. Heifers and heifer
calves, at 3,202,000, were down 16 percent from April 1, 1973. Cows and other
cattle on feed totaled 83,000; up 26,000 head from a year ago.

WEIGHTS OF STEERS AND HEIFERS ON FEED

The number of steers and steer calves on feed in the 23 major States in
each weight group and the change from April 1, 1973 are as follows:

Under 500 pounds - 498,000 head, down 88,000;
500-699 pounds - 2,220,000 head, down 474,000;
700-899 pounds -, 2,707,000 head, down 347,000;
900-1,099 pounds - 2,642,000 head, up 14,000;
1,100 pounds and over - 958,000 head, up 454,000.
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The number of heifers and heifer calves by weight groups with changes
from a year ago are as follows:

Under 500 pounds - 398,000 head, down 140,000;
500-699 pounds - 1,324,000 head, down 358,000;
700-899 pounds - 1,024,000 head, down 164,000;
900-1,099 pounds - 456,000 head, up 71,000.

EXPECTED MARKETINGS

During April-June, cattle feeders in the 23 major States intend to
market 6,331,000 head. If these expectations are realized, second quarter
marketings this year would be 1 percent above a year earlier. Monthly
marketing intentions are for 38 percent of the 3-month total to be marketed
in April, 30 percent in May, and 32 percent in June.

MARCH MARKETINGS FOR SEVEN LIVESTOCK MARKETS

Steers and heifers marketed in March through seven livestock markets
totaled 171,493 head, of which 109,589 were steers and 61,904 were heifers.
Average liveweight of steers was 1,168 pounds compared with 1,133 pounds a
vear earlier. Heifer liveweight averaged 999 pounds compared with 958
pounds a year agoe. During March, price per 100 pounds liveweight averaged
$41.28 for steers down $3.37 from a year earlier and $41.03 for heifers,
