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Cattle and calves on feed November 1 intended for slsughter market are estimated
to be up 13 percent from & yesr earlier in 6 States-~Arizona, California, Colorads,
Iowe, Nebraskas, and Texas. Feedlots in these States contalned 6,878,000 cattle and
calves on November 1, according to the Crop Reporting Board. Texas conbtimued to show
the largest increase, up Ll percent from a year earlier. Arizona and Colorado also
showed sizeable increases, up 32 and 15 percent, respectively. The mmber on feed in
Californls was up 6 percent; Iowa, up 4 percent; and Nebraska, up 2 percent from a year
eayrlier.
