Butter production in the United States was 77.3 mitlion pounds in November, down
1 percent from October but up 21 percent from November 1975.

American type cheese totaled 143 million pounds, 6 percent below last month but
24 percent above a year earlier,

Total cheese output was 252 million pounds, down 2 percent from the previous month
but up 21 percent from the previous year.

Creamed cottage cheese, 66.5 million pounds, up 5 percent from a year ago.

Lowfat cottage cheese, 10.4 million pounds, up 8 percent from a year earlier.

Canned evaporated and condensed whole milk, 57.4 million pounds, down 13 percent
from November 1975.

Estimates in this report are based on data provided by manufacturers of
dairy products to the Statistical Reporting Service. In addition, State De-
partments of Agriculture im 32 States assist in collecting data. Data are
collected by mail, personal and telephone interviews following the close of
each month, Reports are received from all dairy plants in those States with
small numbers of plants, but in States with large numbers of plants, survey
procedures are designed to obtain reports from all plants in the larger size
strata and from a sample of plants in the smaller size strata. Estimates are
based upon returns from about 70 percent of pTants which account for 75 to 90
percent of the total production of major dairy products.
