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NOVEMBER HIGHLIGHTS

Butter production in November was estimated at 65 million pounds, according to the
Crop Reporting Board. This was 3 percent below the previous month and 4
percent below November 1974.

American cheese output was 117 million pounds, a decrease of 3 percent from last
month but approximately the same as last year.

Miscellaneous types of cheese output totaled 93.9 million pounds, 4 percent below
last month but 6 percent above the previous year.

Creamed cottage cheese output totaled 65.2 million pounds, down 2 percent from
November last year.

Lowfat cottage cheese production was 9.3 million pounds, up 1 percent from a year
ago.

Canned evaporated and condensed whole milk in November was 64.3 million pounds, up
6 percent from the previous year.
