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Butter production in April was estimated at 88.1 miliion pounds, the lowest
output for this month since 1920. Output was 14 percent above March
but 6 percent below April 1973.

American cheese output totaled 178 million pounds, the highest April productiow
on record. Production was 2 percent below March but 17 percent above
April 1973.

Miscellaneous types of cheese production in April amounted to S1.5 million
pounds, an increase of 2 percent from March and 5 percent above a
year ago.

Creamed cottage cheese output totaled 75.3 million pounds--down 16 percent
from April last year.

Lowfat cottage cheese production amounted to 10.8 million pounds, 5 percent
below April 1973.

Canned evaporated and condensed whole milk production in April was 90.6
million pounds, a decrease of 7 percent from the previous year.
