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Changes During Last Month

Cold storage stocks of cheese, turkeys, cherries, green beans, green ‘peas
and beef increased during July. Stocks decreased for apples, shell eggs,
orange Jjuice, french fried potatoes and pork,according to the Crop Reportfing
Board.

Cheese stocks were up 23 million pounds, turkeys 49 million, cherries
55 million, green beans (regular style) 30 million, green beans {french style)
13 million, green peas 134 million and beef 5 million pounds.

Stocks of fresh apples declined 31 million and frozen apples 14 million.
Shell eggs were down 96 thousand cases and orange juice declined 6 million
gallons. French fried potatoes decreased 120 million pounds sand total pork
53 million.

Cooler and Freezer Stock Changes

Cooler-held stocks on August 1 totaled 1,296 million pounds, down 28
million during July and 152 million below & year earlier. Stocks in free-
zers totaled 4,119 million pounds on August I, up 19 million from July 1 and
17 million zbove & year earlier.

Public Warehouse Occupancy

Cooler rooms on August 1 were 62 percent occupied, compared with 61 per-
cent a month earlier, and 60 percent a year earlier. The percent occupied
was above last month in the East North Central, Mountain and Pacific regions.
The Mid-Atlantic region was unchanged and all other regions had lower occupancy.

Freezer rooms on August 1 were 65 percent occupied, compared with 64 per-
cent July 1 and 67 percent a year earlier. Decreases were reported in the
South Atlantic, Bast South Central and Mountain regions. The West North
Central region remained unchanged, but all other regions lncreased.

Meat Products

August 1 beef stocks totaled 236 million pounds, S5 million above July
1 and 22 million more than a year ago. Total pork holdings at 193 million
pounds were 53 miliion below last month and 52 million below a yeér ago.
Frozen pork bellies totaled 4T million pounds, 37 mlllién less than July 1,
and 12 million less than a year esrlier, Hams at 16 million pounds decreased
1 million during the month,

Poultry snd Ponltry Products

Frozen poultry stocks, at 253 million pounds, were up 53 million pounds
from July 1 but were dowvn 79 million from a year earlier. Turkey holdings
at 168 million pounds, were up 49 million from a month earlier tut 58 million
less than & year ago. Whole turkeys totaled 140 million pounds on August 1.
Parts, cut-up and further processed items totaled 28 million pounds.

Shell 'eggs totaled 204 thousand cases, down 96 thousand from July 1 and
58 thousand less than a year ago.

Dalry Productg

Creamery butier in cold storage totaled 199 million pounds, U4 million
above a month earlier but k3 million below a year sgo. Govermment-owned
tutter on August 1 totaled 150 million pounds, down 3 million from July 1.

Anmerican cheese holdings were 330 million pounds, 21 million above a
month earlier but 59 million less than & year ago.

Erulte, Juices and Vegetables

Stocks of orange concentrate (450 Brix equivalent) totaled 55 million
gallons, 6 million less than a month earlier, but 11 million ebove a year ago.

Frozen frults totaled 515 million pounds, 8% million more than a month
earlier and 23 million abave a year ago. Frozen cherries account for the
largest increase in frozen fruit stock during July.

Stocks of fresh apples were 14 million pounds, 31 million less than a
month earlier but 5 million more than a year ago. ‘

Holdings of frozen vegetables (excluding french fries) totaled 1,093
million pounds 120 million more than a month earlier but 9 million less than
8 yYear ago. Green peas had the largest incresse in frozen vegetable stocks
during July.

French fried potato stocks totaled 316 million pounds, 120 million less
then on July 1 but 62 nillion above a year earlier.
