Cooler and Freezer Stocks

Stocks in refrigerated storage totaled 6,957 million pounds on July 31,
down 3 percent from the previous month and 5 percent below July 1974,
Cooler-held products totaled 1,351 miliion pounds, 4 percent less than the
end of June and 14 percent under last year. TFreezer-held stocks amcunted to
5,606 million pounds, a decline of 3 percent from both last month and last
year.

Meat and Meat Products

July 31 red meat stocks amounted to 573 million pounds, down 12 percent
from June 30 and 28 percent below the stocks of one year ago.

Beef holdings were down to 266 million pounds at the end of July. These
supplies were B percent below the previous month and only about two-thirds of
last year.

Pork holdings dropped 19 percent during the month to 230 million pounds.
Much of this drop can be attributed to frozen pork bellies. Stocks of frozen
pork bellies on July 31 totaled 25 million pounds, or less than half of what
they were on June 30. Cooler-pork was up to 1l million pounds, but this was
21 percent below the corresponding date last year.

Poultry and Eggs

The 389 million pounds of frozen poultry in storage on July 31 was up 12
percent from a month earlier but about one-fourth below the 1974 holdings.
Turkeys accounted for much of the increase by moving from 193 million pounds
on June 30 to 244 million by July 31. These stocks were 27 percent lower
than at this time last year.
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Dairy Products

Warehouse stocks of butter were 96 million pounds at the end of July,
4 percent less than the previous month and 27 percent less than last year's

holdings.

Total American cheese stocks increased to 420 million pounds. This was
2 percent higher than June but 14 percent below July 1974, _1

Fruit, Juice and Vegetables .

Fresh apples in storage were down to 14 million pounds on July 31, about
one~fourth the stocks of the previous month but 69 percent larger than last
year. Stocks of pears increased sharply with the beginning of the storage
season but the 24 million pounds in storage on July 31 were 19 percent less
than a year ago.

July 31 total stocks of frozen fruit were 577 million pounds, up 31
percent from a month earlier and 2 percent from last year.

Stocks of frozen orange concentrate peaked on June 30 when 129 million
gallons were in storage. On July 31, supplies dropped 11 percent to 1ll4
million, These supplies were 7 percent lower than last year.

Holdings of frozen vegetables declined 26 percent during July. By the
end of the month stocks totaled 1,205 million pounds, 12 percent more than

last year.

French fried potatoes stored on July 31 totaled 555 million pounds, 26
percent less than last month but more than double last year's stocks.
Other frozen potato stocks declined to 102 million pounds, 23 percent be-
low the previous month but 14 percent larger than a year ago.

Public Warehouse Stocks and Occupancy

Public refrigerated warehouses held 4,251 million pounds on July 31, or
61 percent of the stocks in all refrigerated warehouses. Public warehouses
held 755 million pounds of cooler stocks and 3,496 million pounds of freezer

stocks.

Public cooler eccupancy was 54 percent on July 31 compared with 56 per-
cent a month earlier and 64 percent a year earlier.

Freezer occupancy was 63 percent, unchanged from a month earlier. Last
year at this time freezer occupancy was 68 percent.
