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TREE NUTS, BY STATES, 1959 ARD 1960

Production, Use and Value

This report presents estimates of production, farm disposition, price, value and
utilization for the 1959 and 1960 crops of almonds, English or Persian walnuts, fil-
berts, pecans, and tung nuts. These estimates are on an "in shell" basis. The
estimates for 1959 and 1960 have been revised, where necessary, on the basis of the
1959 Census of Agriculture, and data obtained from growers, commercial shellers, and
processors at the end of the marketing season. Revised data for years back through
1954 will be published in a forthcoming Statistical Bulletin "Tree Nuts, by States,

1954-59, Revised Estimates, Production, Use and Value" to be released about Septem-
bexr 15.

Except where otherwise noted, the season average prices in this report are esti-
mated average returns to growers for all uses and all methods of sale. The season
average shown for the United States is obtained by weighting the State prices by
quantities sold.

The value estimates in this report cover the merketing season or crop year and
should not be confused with cash receipts for a calendar year.
