WAGE RATES CONTINUE MODERATE ADVANCE

Harvest timing and the daily weather were largely responsible for the
size and deployment of the active working force on the Nation’s farms in late
September. There was much doing on farms in most areas, especially where
cotton harvest was the main seasonal job. The total number of workers employed
in the farm labor survey week of September 23-29 of 8,471,000 generally suf-
ficed, despite local exceptions. This number was 4 percent under last year’'s
former record low for this period. September usually has the peak employment
among the monthly survey periods.

Rather consistent decreases by geographic regions from last year‘s esti-
mates of both farm family workers and hired workers were indicated in the
current September survey. Farm family workers totaled 5,782,000--a decrease
of 3 percent from September 1961. Hired farm employment during the week in-
cluded 2,689,000 persons, 5 percent less than a year earlier.

Compared with last year, worker numbers, both family and hired, showed
largest decreases in the Northeast, (East North Central, Mid-Atlantic, and
New England) and South Atlantic geographic regions. The eastern half of the
Nation had some unseasonably cool weather and widespread rainfall, although
crop damage was light. The peak of employment on tobacco was earlier this
year. Also, rains in South Atlantic and some central areas caused some delays
in cotton harvest, which generally was well advanced for the date. In contrast,
the lateness of harvest work in some parts of Minnesota, North Dakota, and other
West North Central States upheld the total of workers in these areas and caused
sizable increases in the number of hired workers as compared with September last
year. Detailed comparisons of estimates by States and areas on pages 4 ard 5
reflect many other results of the shifting forces of weather and work needs.

October Wage Rates Above Last Year
Longtime Workers Rates Gain Most

The index of farm wage rates on October 1, 1962, seasonally adjusted,
gained 4 percent over a year earlier. The index, which reached 653 (based on
1910-14=100), derives from a composite rate per hour of $.868, highest farm
wage level of record for October 1.
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Among the rates for the different hiring arrangements, as shown on pages 6
and 7, the largest increases over last year were made by workers at monthly and
weekly rates. Monthly workers® cash wages rose about 5 percent while reports
for hourly workers, without board and room, showed an average gain of only 2
percent. Strong demand for dependable longtime workers on highly productive
commercial farms has been widely reported. The wage rates are averages paid
on crop and livestock reporters’ farms or in their localities for the hiring
arrangements specified and do not include values of any perquisites furnished.

Drive to Finish Fall Harvest Increases

An early cold snap in September gave many of the Nation's farmers a stiff
warning of winter®s approach, spurring on the usual drive to complete fall har-
vests as soon as possible. Geographically the work ranged from the intensive
harvest of potatoes in Aroostook County, Maine, to the picking of avocados a..
and. . lemons -in San Diego County, California. Most silos on livestock farms
were already well packed with winter stores of chopped corn or other forage.
Corn harvesting for grain gained speed in Gulf and Southeastern States as
farmers finished work on cotton, peanuts, or other crops. Corn pickers and
picker-shellers also were well started in most sections of the Corn Belt.
Soybean harvest ranged from just starting in some areas to past the half-way
mark in I1linois, the leading soybean State. Harvest of sorghum grain was
over half completed in Texas but less than a tenth done in Kansas and Nebraska.
Cotton harvest was more than half completed in the Southeast by October 1, and
40 percent finished in Mississippi, but only well started in Arizona and in
California, where the crop is late. For the United States, about 32 percent
of the crop was ginned by October 1, compared with 18.7 percent in 1961 and
with a 5-year average of 28.8 percent.

Apple harvest made rapid progress in New York, New England, and other
eastern sections but progressed slowly in Washington, as the crop awaited
better coloring.

Work toward good crops next year also made progress. Seeding of winter
grains for 1963 was well along by the end of September with generally good
starts promised by September rainfall. Two-thirds of the winter wheat acreage
had been seeded in Kansas, nine-tenths in Nebraska, and well over half in the
remainder of the Central Great Plains. Fall plowing in the Corn Belt and
seedings and other preparations for next year’s crops generally were up to
normal stages.
