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FARM LABCR REPORT

- FARM EMPLOYMENT SLIGHTLY HIGHER THAN
LAST YEAR. WAGE RATES HIGHEST OF RECORD

Ferm employment on October 1 was slightly higher than for the same dote lest
yeer ard farm wage rates vere the highest of record, the U.S. Demsrtment o
Agriculture reported today. The index of sunnly of farm labor was up 2 -oints
from last year but the incex of demend remsined the same as on Octoher 1, 1C42.

The 11,938,000 persons worrings on ferme the “irst of October remresent o slight
increase over a year rgo snd 3 mercent over Sentember 1 this Yeer, but is about
€ mercent less than the October averzse for the rears 1938-<P2. The number of
farm workers vas higher on the first of thi~ month t“an on fuly 1, althoush
usuelly s small reduction occurs between trese dates. The lerger number this
fall is largely accounted for hr shervp geins in feorm emmloyment in the South
Central States where cotton nicking is in full swing and the vesther genereslly
favorable for out-door work. ‘

The Octoher 1 incery oFf farm vages ¢t 280 mercent of tre 1910-14 aversge wes only
6 moints higher than “or the last ouarterlv rewort in Tuly but is 6D moints
higher than the incex of 220 on Octoher 1, 1942. Thig is the greetest increese
ever rcecorded within a year's time. All ceosrrerhic divisions con*ributed to thre
gein in the wage rate index hetween the two October Aates but, as has freguently
occurred, the largest increase was recorded hy th- Pacific Regsion vhere the
October index was 72 noints higher then & yeer aco. Gains elsewhers ranged from
46 points in the BEast South Centrsl region to 62 moints in the West Morth Central
States.

The average rates paic on October 1 were: Per month with “oard 865.22, mer month
vithout board $75.44; per day with bosrd $3.17, and »er cay without board $3.51.
The average rete paicd per month without hoard was higher on Yctober 1 thra on
July 1 in practicelly all States, but, becsuse emuloyment increased more in
States with lower rates, the averrge for the country ss 2 whole wes slightly
lower than on July 1. Other clesses of peynent were up a little “rom July, and
21l were much higher than for Octoher lest yeor. Advances over October 2 yeer
&go weret Per month with bor~d $14.32 (28 percent); per month without “oard
$16.18 (27 percent); ner dey with toard $0.63 (25 percent); mer dey without boerd
$0.75 (27 percent).

The index of supnly of farm lebor of 56 mercent of the 19735-39 average is 2 voants
higher than on October 1, 1942, indiceting thet in the opinion of Crop renorters
throughout the country there has been some imnrovement in the evoilebility of
workers as compercd with the situstion a Yeer peo.  The inceres by £eogrephilé
diviecions, however, show thrt this immrovenent hes not been uniform in 11 srees.
Decreeses of 2 to 5 noints ere recordec in New Englenc, South Atlentic, Wast South
Centrsl, snd West South Centrel reeions. Wew Englend, es it hes each ocusrter



this year, reported the lowvest index — 44 percent o7 the hese meriod. The
regions showing higher indexes than a year aro are: Micdle Atlantic, ®ast North
Central, West North Central, Mountsin and Pacific. The Pacific resion showvs sn
index of 62 compared with 47 a yeesr sgo.

The improved siturtion rnay be cfue in mert at least to more cormlete orgeniration
enc smoother orerrtion of the nrograms designed to allevinrte the farm labor mrob-
lem. The importetion of foreign vorkecs is alco o fector as are liberslired
Tules governing deferment from the draft of essentisl fern workers. Another con-
sideration is tbr smaller nroduction of som¢ croms this sesson, merticulerly
those regquirine much hend labor, such as suger beets.

The demand “or farm labor remains unchanged from o verr ago, esccorcing to thre
index of 125 vercent of the 1935-39 aversge vhich is brsed on the judament of
sbout 20,000 farmers. Here sgin the situstion is not uniform s four ¢ ~ions
ghov higher demend indexes then a yeer ago. New BEnglend remorts th. greetest i
ocrease from lest October but the index of 124 is not itself rs high as th~t of
137 for the West North Central region. Although vege retes ere relstive 1y bhish,
farmers spoecer willing to pay them in orcer to ob*ain heln ¢ven thosh it is often
untreined »nd inefficient. There is ¢ merticuler nced for skilled, sble-hocice
workers cepeblc of onereting mechinery ond doing hesvy work such ss loeding cteoto
end apple berrels end the like.

Labor needs for harvest in New England are nov et peak levels. Immorted lehor
has been very helnful for harvest of cranherries 2né¢ notatoes but the Mrine »ototo
harvest is mresenting very heavy labor demands which hovever, ere aomerentl; being
met through vigorous steps now reing te"en. As in other sections o“ the country,
general frrm labor continues to ™e made un, to ¢ considerable extent, o* women,
young children, end older men. Weather conditions hrve bheen fevorehle “or coing
farm work over most of the Middle Atlantic Rerion end frll hervest omerations
have pone forward as briskly as the lebor siturtion trould mernit. On the “irst
of Cctober, nearly 5,000 workevs from Jamaice and the Bahamas were aveileble for
work on ferms in New Yorl-, Teir Tersey, snd Pennsylvenia. As the rervest of a
certain crom is commleted these meorle shi®t to other later nmaturins crons.

In the North Centrel States fall work is nropressing sstisfectorily slthoucr »
heavy demend continues for wortkers. In Illinois, soybean combining is well under-
way and harvesting of annuel legume hay is in full swing. Silo filling is elso

in wropress or has heen comnleted in Illinois an? other MNortr Central Stetrs.

Fo11 mlowing is teing done and seedins of winter vheet has started. Ahout 3,500
foreign workers (includins some from 01¢ Mey¥ico) werc on ferns in the North Central
region the first of the month.

Throughout the South, farm sctivity i: at 2 Pish level as fermers ere engesed in
such jobs as nicking cotton, handlings tobacco, ¢iggins neanuts, cutting hay,
picking fruit, and premering grounc for fall soving. Meny clear, dry deys in
most aress heve made it nossible to seve sore croms thet rmight otherwisc heve
been lost. In Texas, herve ting o7 corn, ptenuts, ond sveetnotetors is ~till
widespresd and nlenting snd trensnlantine of fall vegetebles is ective. Perheps
the most scute labor situstion in Texes occurred in the rice hervest but this hes
been somewhat relieved.

Fermers in the Mountain States smpeer to heve their fell work well in hend. This
has rosulted from good manesgement sné concerted efforts to utilize ell everiloble
locel heln, imnortetion of foreign workers, usc of wer prisoncrs, norrly idrel
fall werther, ond to some cxtent from the shift this seeson to crops rcquiring
less hand lebor.
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On the West Coast the unsurl fril rush is on to harvest the large a=nd vrried
crons produced in thet section, #nd to do the fall nlenting. The €21l lesbor
situation continues to be difficult but: does not enmerr rcute ot this time.
Strenuous efforts heve been mode to meb® the mozt ~fficient uce of epveileble
workers ond to immort: help from Mexico.! A* the first o? the month, there were
sbout 30,000 Mexicrn Neationsls fdoing frrm work in the three Pecific Corst
Stetes. In WrshinFton frrm oner:tions nov being nerformed inelude hervest of
spvles, crenberries, potstoes, celery, crbbese, ond soinech, sredinz o° prrins,
snd plenting of vegeteble plents for sered. Thus fer in Oregpon ther- hre been
very little loss of crops becruse of o leck of ferm lebor, r contribdbutins frctor
being the favoreble hrrvest seeson. The c¢-nnins tom~to. hrrvest is zbout ot
its peek in Celifornis s is the suger beet hrrvest on the grestll” recucrd
escrerge. Hervest of mrun¢s £né rlnonés is smnrorching comnletion. Cotton miclk-
ing hed scereely begun by October 1. Pirking of table rné wvine gr-pes is gin-
errl throughout the rrers producing these crons. The wrlnut hervest i1l re-ch
its peeck leter on. Potrto snd onion harvest in the Tule Leke erer of northern
Crlifornir is ot its perk. Rice hervest hes been Geleyed by the gonerelly lete
serson #nd very little hed been cut »riar to October 1. Sersonrl hrrvest of
numerous vegetsble crops continues rn@ gnutting of lete heyr croms end her Yeline
is still in nrogress in Crlifornie.
