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FARIT ENPLOYIEWT DECLINES FRO:I SEASOI'AL PEAK

About three quarter million fewer persons were at work on farms on Novezmber 1
than a month ago the Bureau of Agricultural Tconomics reported today. The Oc-
tober decrease was somewhat larger tran last vear and more than twice as large
as in 1945, However, the decline was less than the 1935-44 average of about
a.million persons. There were a few riore people doing farm work this year on
November 1 than a year ago, mostly hired ~orkers.,

Worm, surny weather cduring most of the fall Iarvest season has generally per-
mitted orderly progress of the harvests of most crops. There have been ro long
rainy spells to pile up work as there were in both 1945 and 1946, particularly
in the South." Most cotton had been picked by Fovember 1 in the Gulf Coast and
South Atlantic areas, and over three-fourths picked in the northrern part of the
belt. In Texas, rapid progress has becn made in the north and completion is
near in the central and eastern sections. Ginning reports show 75 percemt of
the crop ginned by llovember 1 compared to 67 percent last yeer, 58 percent in
1945, and the 1937-46 average of 75 percent. Corn picking is under way in the
Corn Belt but s not advanced as far as vsual becavse many farmers have been
waiting until the moisture content was low erough for safe cribbing. Soybean
harvest in the mid-llest was nearing corwletion.

Rains during the last week of October delayed field work a day or two in most
of the country.. In most areas rains did no% linit the number of DEersons work-
ing during the weck.

Rates for picking cotton for the season up to llovenber 1 averaged $2.65 per
100 pounds of seed cetton, an increase of 15 oents over the rates prevailing
& year agoe. Picking rates were higler than last year in most States, the same
in a few States and lower only in Alabama.

The number of persons ‘working on farms on MNovember 1 was less than on October

1 in all regions except the Fast Forth Central States, where there were a few
more persons employed than a month earlier. In all other regions the October
decrease was o little less than the 1935-44 average. The decrease was greatest
in the East South Central States.

In comparison with o year ago, there were a few more people at work on farms

on November 1 for the country as a whole ard for all regions except the Pacific

States where farm omployment was slightly less than last year. Farm work in

the Pacific States started earlier then usual last spring, and continued ahead
- of schedule through the scason.



In New England, the number-of fomily workers doing” farm work on November 1 had
dr@ppcd'aﬂbufutho usual amount from October 1. There werc o few more family
workers than lest yecr. Tle October decline in the nurber of hired workers
was larger tlan last vear and 1lcft fewer hircd lands on farms than a year ago.
Harvest worl was generally completed by ovember 1. There was some fall plow=
ing in progress but this.was slowed down because of dry soil. The main work -
on farms consisicd of prevarat’ons for winter.

There werc morc hired workers on farms in the iddle Atlantic States on MNovem-
ber 1 than a year ago after about helf the normgl October decline. Some nigrant
vrorkers were raported still in New Joersevy nrobably because of continued werm
weather and scarcity of work in Florida. Iew York transient labor camps closed
in mid-Cctobsr. The number of family workers was about the samc as last year.
Fall hervest uas mostly eorpleted cxcent for considerable corn remaining to be
harvested in Pennsylvania. In New York and Mew Jersey some corn, a few potatocs
late apples end herdy vegetables weroc not yet harvested. There were also a fev
cranberrics to be harvested in New Jersey. Vheat seeding was still under way in
meny parts of the region because dry soils could not be plowed earlier.
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There ere a fe rmore family wogkers and a.fei more hired workers doing farm
work in the Bast North Central States on Novermber 1 than a year ago. The number
of family workers increascad slightly during October although normally there is
no change. There iere 2bout as many hired vorkcrs as a month earlier while gp.
dinarily there arc a few.less. These shifts in the secsonal pattern ol employ-
ment are largely due to the late scison. Combining soybeans vias well along but
corn picking was procecding very slowvly. Tre corn crop ves latest in this re-
gion, particularly in Ohio. Therec wes still some wheot to seed and a fow apples
to pick about the first of November. In "ichigan, beet harvest was well along.
Canneries in Illinois were closed and mipratory workers had moved on.

In the Vlest North Central States the number of hircd workers declined sharply
during October, ruch more than lest vear and morc than twico as much as usual.
An unusuolly large number of hired workers -rore employed on October 1 because
of the late season. There were morc hircd -rorkeors on i"ovember 1 than a year
ago and elso rnore familv wrorkers. The numbor of family workers declined very
slightly during October as usual. Corn picling had made better progress in
this region by overber 1 than in the costern part of the Corn Belt. HbueYer,
half or morc of the job was not donec in most St-+tcs. In the Dakotas practical-
ly all harvest was over except for corn, and vpreperations for winter were under
way. In western lebraska and ~estern Fansas surar heets were being harvested.
In Kansas sorghum silapge and forage and broom corn harvest were about completed
but the harvest of sorpghum for grain s only well sterted. Wheat was still
being seeded in the western part of the State. In I'issouri lespedeze seed har-
vest was starting and cotton picking vas under way in addition to other work
common to the rcgion.

Family workers on farrms in the South Atlantic Stotes numbered about the same
on Novenmber 1 as a vear ago aftcr a uswl Cctober docrease. The number of hired
workers did not drop as much as usucl during October and on i'ovember 1 was some-
what more than last year. 1In lMaryland and ‘‘est Virginia corn and apple ?a?vests
were nearly completed. Tobecco strinning ws in full swing in Vest Virginia. In
Virginia and North Carolina harvests of corn, cotton, peanuts, soybeans, sweet
potatoes and planting fall grains werc important jobs. Cotton and pegnuts w?re
the most importont crops being harvested in North Carolina. Fall grain seedlngs
were also of importance in Georgin and South Caroliha. Dry weatler ha? delaye
fall scedings in many parts of the region. In Georgia and South Carolina cog—
ton picking was nearing completion but harvest of peanuts, sweect potatoes an
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corn still required a large amount of labor. In northern Florida threshing pearuts, digging
sweet potatoes and grinding cane were the most important jobs. In central Florida citrus
parvest was progressing slowly with a-crop 2 to 3 weeks late. Preparations were under way
for planting winter vegetables but rain damage delayed harvest of fall truck. The volume

of fall vegetables in southern Florida was cut by rain and ‘land preparations for the winter
crop were slow. Much land is not expected to be planted befare late wintor or early spring
yecause of hurricame and flood damage. )

In the East South Central States October declines in family and in hired employment were
lerge, as usual. There were a few less family workers and 11 percent more hired hands at
work on farms November 1 than a year ago, but about the normal number for the date. Cotton
icking was largely complete in southern Alatama and Mississirpi and neering completion in

the northern parts of these States and in Ternessee. Tobacco was nearly all housed in Ken-
tucky and Tennessee and stripping of Burley was getting under way. Winter grains were nearly
2ll seeded in the northern part of the region but were still being secded in the southern
part. Corn harvest was in progress in all States. Other farm work in process was harvest

of sweet potatoes in Alabama and Mississippi, peanuts in Alabame end tung nuts in Mississippi.

There were more hired workers employed on farms in the West South Central States on November
1 than a month earlier. This increasc during October is contrary to the usual decline of the
1935-44 average. Family employment showed about the usual seasonal decline this year. There
were slightly fewer family workers on November 1 than a year ago but a considerable increase
in the number of hired workers. Just as in the East South Central States, the number of
hired workers 'on November 1 last year was lower than usuel. Harvest of cotton and grain
sorghums in the High Plains were important farm jobs in Texas on November 1. Harvest of
sorghums in other areas and of corn were practically complete and second pickings of cotton
in ccntral and eastern areas were being clcaned up. Vegetable and citrus harvests were in
progress in the south, Harvests of peanuts, rice, sweet potatoes and pecens were also under
wey in all areas. In Oklahoma harvests of cotton, corn, peanuts, sorghums and pecans and
secding of fall grains were in progress with cotton picking most important. About the same
operations were under way in Arkansas with tnc addition of harvests of rice and sweet pota-
toes. Harvest had advanced unusually well. Cotton, corn and rice were necarly harvested in
Louisiana and sweet potato digging was in full swing. Planting cane was making good progress
and cutting wes getting started. Cutting canc was requiring morc than the usual amount of
hand labor because of stalks bent by the hurricane.

Family employment and hired cmployment in the Mountein Stetes on November 1 were about the
same as a year ago &fter usual scasonal declines. In most of the Mountain States threshing
of small grains was complete or practically complete. Potatoes were nearly all harvested
and sugar beet harvest was proceeding rapidly. Ranchers were winding up stock shipments for
sale, completing round-up in mountains end mending trails, fences and watering places in pre-
paration for winter. In southwestern Idaho, late lettuce and apples were being harvested
with apple harvest about over. Harvests of sweet corn seed and late potatoes were also
important with digging of sugar beets just starting. .In irrigated sections of Arizona
farmers were picking cotton, cultivating and harvesting vegetables and harvesting sorghums.
In the dry farming sections harvest operations were mostly over. Cotton picking was making
good progress in New Mexico.

In the Pacific States the number of family workers on November 1 was about the same as a
year ago. There were more family workers th 1 the unusually low number a month earlier
which was in contrest to o usual decrease during October. The number of hired workers was
less on November 1 than a month earlier by a little less than the usual amount aund about
‘ghe same as on November 1, 1946. In the northern Pacific States, rain late in October
interfered with completion of harvest. The major jobs in Washington were completion of
potato digging and sugar beet lifting and the harvests of apples and cranberries. In Oregon
vork being completed on November 1 was sugar beet harvest in Malheur County, potato harvest
in central Oregon end Klameth County, walnut picking in the Williamette Valley ard the har-
vest of a few fall vepesables. In California harvest of citrus was in progress in the south
and starting in Tulare County. Secsonal labor was also being used to plant, cultivate and
harvest vegetables, pick cotton, pick olives, wind up grape harvest, and harvest canning
and merket tomatoes in the northern and central sections. Other work,. which was. nearly
completed, was the harvest of rice, beans, sugar beets, walnuts and late alfalfa crops.
