FARM EMPLOYMENT
SLIGHTLY UNDER YEAR AGO

There were 97,000 fewer persons employed on farms April 1 this year
than last; and the index of farm wage rates was 28 percent higher than on
Aoril 1 last year, the U.S. Department of Agriculture reported today.

The Department said the decreased employment was entirely in farm fam-
ily labor, however, and attributed it principally to the delay in spring plant-
ing as a result of unfavorable weather. Although cormpetition from other in-
dustries for available labor heos also tended to hold down farm employment this
spring, there was a slight increase in tkre number.of hired workers on farms., :
There are many indications that farmers are prodncing more this year than last,
in spite of the decrease in employment of family workers.

A total }f 9,483,000 persong were employed on farms on April 1. This
was 745,000 more than the number on March 1 but slishtly less than the usual
seasonal increase. The index of farm erplovment rose from 73 on March 1 %o
79 percent of ﬁhe 1910-14 average on April 1, Since Jesnuary 1, the index of
farm employment went wp 10 poigts. as compered with the uéual gseasonal rise
of about 13 points,

The decrease in employment as compared with April 1 last year was con-
fined almost entirely to the Fest South Central States, Tmeloyment was about

the same or higher in all other regions.
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To meet the sharp competition from other industries, farmere made more
than the usual seasonal increese in farm wage rater during the peat month, The
chonge in rates affected many areas. The wnge index on April 1 climbed to 177
percent of the 1°910-14 avereoge and was 3% points hizher than on April 1 last
year, During March alone, wage rates jumped 10 points., This raised the index
on April 1 of this year to the highest level.recorded since October 1°2°,

The increases in wage rates were fairly general throughout the country.
Doy rates without board avernged $2,10 on the firat of April af thies year, com=
pared with $1,70 a year age. Roates per month without board sverrged approxi-
mately $51,00 on the first of this month, b1t varied from & low of less than
$30.00 per month in a few of the soithesstern States to $97.00 per month in
California, ‘

FARM PRODUCTION CONTINUES HIGH

The sharp increases in farm wage rates epperr to be holding the total num-
ber of hired farm workers ot a little higher level thon o year ago., Althoygh
thig was insufficient to offset the decline in family workers, svnilable data on
ferm production show snbstantial increrses in meny lines over the high levels of
a yeor ecarlier, More milk wns produced in the United States on the first of this
month than on ony other April 1 in the Nation's history. Bgge laid per 100 hens
reached the highest April 1 total since 1938, Livestock slauzhter under Federal
inspection at 27 selected centers during the week ended April 4 was 13 percent
higher than in the corresponding week last yeer, Csarlot shivments of fruit and
truck crops were up 12 and 10 percent, respectively., Farmers now plan »n in-
crease of 3 to 4 percent in the total crop acresge over last year, These in-
creases in agricultural production are being made, hovever, ns a result of longer
hours of work, and » general change in the farm work force to include more and
more farmers' wives ond children, Some rdeeded mointenance work is being negle@wﬂ
ond many less pressing tasks are being left undone.



8pring Work Increases Labor Load

Despite the continuation of wet wedther in large areas during the last
woek of March, the tempo of farm activity had speeded up censiderably by April 1,
compared with a month earlier, Maple sugaring was in full swing in New York and
sorthern New England, Spring work was comewhat ‘late in New Jersey but the first
week of April was rather favorable for plewing and planting, with potato plante
ing going ahead at full speed .in the southern and central portions of the State,
snow of record-breeking depths delayed field work in Pennsylvania,

Farmers in most of the East North Central States had made but little pro=-
gress with spring work up to April 1 with heavy precipitation and wet fields
interfering with spring plowing in many areas, 0at seeding made 1little progress.
The last of March'alco was cold, wét, and stormy in the West North Central States,
with little field work accomplished except in southern Kansas where oat and bare
ley seeding was about completed., Corn planting also had started in this State,
however, in early April,

In the southeast, farm work was progressing more normally on April 1,
Heavy snows stopped field work in the central and western parts of Marviand, but
carly peas and potatoes were beinz plante’d on the Eastern Shore. Spinach was
being harvested in the Norfolk section of Virginia with the labor supply tempo-
rarily short and wage rates increased to as much as 10 cents per bushel basket,
This increase soon attracted additional workers, hovever, and farmers reduced
rates before the end of the week, PFarmers in other parts of Virginia were plow~
ing preparatory to planting corn, cotton, tobacco, and other spring crops, Cora
and cotton planting had begun by April 1 in the Carolinas and asparagus ship-
rents from South Carolina started during the week, :

Florida Farm Activity Slackens

Florida farmers reported some slackening in ferm activity around the first
of April as compared with a month earlier, The weather improved during the lat-
ter part of March, enabling growers in the upper part of the State to finish
their spring seeding, A fair volume of fruit and vegetables was being harvested
in southern and ceéntrsl Florida on April 1, although citrus merketings were ale
ready showing 2 sessonal decline, The usual up¥ard trend in vegetable market-
ings did not materinlize by April 1 as the result of unfavorable westher during
the first quarter of 1942, Replanted crops on the lover East Coast are now come
ing into besring btut he~vy shipments of truck crops from the important Everglades
area are not likely until the latter port of this month., Transient labor wes on
the way to north Florida nnd Georgla to plent pernmuts and tobacco,

As in the North Centrnl Division, Mnrch rains also retarded farm work in
the East South Central States, Corn wns being plonted on April 1 in most parts
of Alabama, however, and cotton planting was proceeding in the southern part of
the State, In southeast Alabamn, women and children were shelling peanuts and
the land was being prepared for planting.

Progress on seasonal farm work in the West South Central Strtes was irregu-
lar during March and sensonal chenges in farm employment lagged far behind normal,
Arkansns werther was genernlly favorable to field operstions during early April. and
Plowing and other preparstions for soring planting vere in full swing, In ’
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Louisiana, however, these same overstions were retarded by too much rain and wet
soil, In Oklahoma farm work progressed rapidly and corn was bheing planted over
most of the State. In Texas, on the other hand, April 1 fell somewhat in between
seasons of farm activity. Much of the preparations for spring planting had been
completed, and farmers in a large dry area were inclined to wait for much needed
rains before putting this crops in the ground. The harvests of winter commercial
vegetables and citrus fruits were tapering off on April 1, while the onion and
other spring vegetable harvest had not started.

Farming is starting late in most of the Rocky Mountain States. Prepara-
tion for early planted crops was quite common in southern Idaho on April 1, al-
though snow had not yet left the higher land in the eastern part of the State,
Lambing also was under way, as well as in other Ran e States, Planting of sugar
beets had started by April 1 in a few localities in Colorado, but snow tempo-

* rarily stopped field work in many areas. Spring planting was proceeding satis-
factorily in New Mexico with increased tractor work making up for & large part
of the decline in the labor supply. In Arizona, the demand for farm labor had
dropped somewhat by the first of this month as marketings of truck crops fell
off seosonally ond the more mechanized field crop planting work failed to take
up the slack, Spring plowing and seeding were under way in Utah and Nevada on
April 1, but no particular stringency in the current labor supply situation was
apparent,

Cold, freezing weather delayed spring work in the Pacific Northwest dur-
ing the latter port of March, but catisfactory progress wes made during early
April in Washington. Plowing, seeding, pruning, and spraying was quite general
in Oregon during the week cnded April 7., Cotton planting has been delayed in
Californis, The hervest of avocadoes, grapefruit, lemons, asparngus, and other
truck crops continued in thnt State oh the first of the month,

SUPPLY OF FARM LABORERS DOWN

Aside from the weather, farm work did not appesr to be hindered materially
by other factors on April 1, although reports from crop correspondents indicated
a supply of frrm labor only 61 percent of normal., This was nbout 14 points lower
than a year earlier. The demand for farm l@bor wes reported by farmers to have
averaged 98 percent of normel on &pril 1, comprred with 92 percent at this time
a year ago. Relrtive to the existing demand, the supply of labor available for
farm work for the country as o whole avernged 63 percent of normrl at the begin-
ning of this month and was lower than the supply-demond ratio of a year ago by
24 percent,

Farm reporters were asked to report the present farm lsbor supply and
demand at current wnge rates as o percentage of the normnl supply and demand at
this senson., The reports thus obtained reflect the individual reporter's ap-
praisal of the current supply and demand situation in his locality in relation
to what he believes to be the usual or normal condition, The Depsrtment has
gathered reports of this nature at regular intervals for many years, since 1918
in the cnse of the April reports,

Because of the gre-t difficulty of estimrting the nctunl number of workers
available for farm employment, the reported farm labor supply as a percentage of
normal has provided the only available guide as to the direction and extent of

changes in the farm labor supply and the areas affected. These reports have
proved useful as reliable indicators of relative changes from year to year in the
supply of and demand for farm labor. Since farmers' repoérts of the labor supply
are not tied to any base period "normal," they are not as essily understood as
the conventional index numbers.

By using date on the size of the Nation's labor force and on‘thg volume
of nonagricultural emnloyment, it is possible to estima‘e roughly the number of
persons who make up the princinal sources of ;the farm labor supply. These esti-
mates, extending from 1920 to date, are presented in table 4 on pasge 33, and
relate to the country as g whole. Changes in the total number of persons in the
groups from which farm laborers are customarily drawn may be expected to result
in comparable changes in the availsble supply of farm labor. )}/ The correctness

are determined both by the supply of and the demend for farm lebor, the relstion-
ship between the labor supply and farm wage rates is more clenrly brought out by
the supply dota when adjusted for changes in demand., A similar relationship is
shown by crop reporters! datn on supply of and demand for farm labor in relation
to wage rates (see chart on page 31).

On the basis of the above estimates it is possible to compnre the current
suﬁply of farm labor with the supply each year since the firet World "ar. It is
estimated that in 1941 thc supply of available l-borers for farm work avernged
11 percent less thon diring the period 1925-39 when farmers reported thnt the
supply of form labor was in excess of the demand. The estim~ted index of the
1941 labor supply of 89 (using 1935-39 as a base) was 12 percent less than the
supply in 1940 when the index stood at 101.

With war production and industrisl emplovment expanding rooidly, a further
substantinl reduction in the ovailable supply of farm lsobor during 1942 is certain,
Nonagricultural employment in March of this vear wns ~bout three nnd one-half
million persons more than in March a verr ago, wWhile uneriployment has decreascd
during this pcriod by more thon three million persons. Preliminary indic~tions
for 1942 as to the possible size of the Nation's lebor force and current trends
in nonagriculturrl employment suggest that the supply of availnble farm labor
in 1942 may averege about 10 percent less than in 1941, This, however, does
20t menn thot acturl form employment will necessarily shov a corresponding de-
crense in 1942 relative to 1941, During the first 3 months of this vear farnm
employnent was at spproximotely the sime level ns in the corresponding period a
year ago, although the aveilnble labor sapply vas snbetantially smoller, A de-
crecse in the availsble farm labor supply of 10 percent would mern, however,
that the 1942 supply of farm lnbor would be smeller than in ~ny other vear since
1918, The prelininary estimnte of the index of the potential farm labor supply
for 1942 igs 80 percent of the 1235-39 average compsred with nn index of about
82 for 1919,

The reductions since 1940 in the frrm labor supplv reported by crop cor-
Tespondents have been lerger than the decreeses indicnted by the cstimated index
of the potential fmra labor supply. The reported decresse in 1941 of 21 percent

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under the 1940 supply compares with a decrease in the egtimated lebor supply of
12 percent under 1940, Preliminary estimates for April 1, 1942, point to a ree
du ction in the farm labor supply of about 10 perdéent under 1941, Reporte from
crop correspondents, however, indicate a reduction of 19 percent from April 1
of last year, The estimated figures on the potential farm labor supoly should
be taken as an additional indication of the probable level of the farm labor
supply, rather than as one that displaces the indications reported bv crop cor=-
respondents,

The estimated over-all figures of the farm labor supply supplement and
help to interpret the farmers' reports of the labor supply in terms of the nor-
mal situation, .An analysis of the labor supply data for the period 1920 to 1942
indicates that the "normal" revported by farmers is, in general, an accurate
presentation of the upward trend in the available farm labor supply from 1929 to
1940, In some years the reports from farmers tend to underestimate the decrease
in the 'supply, as compared with an assumed normal, while in other years there is
apparently some over-statements Thus, for example, an adjustment of the crop
reporters! labor supply estimotes to the probable "normal" indicated by their
reports suggests that the decrease in the farm lobor supply between April 1,
1941, and April 1, 1940, may have been about 12 percent. A similar adjustment
in the reported percentages of normel for April 1942 suggests thrt the actual
decrease from the April 1941 level nlso moy hove been about 12 percent, Reduce
tions of this size in the labor supply during the past 2 years are in close agree
ment with the decreases estimated on the basis of independent dnata,

TENTATIVE REVISIONS MADE IN
ESTIMAT®ES OF FARM EMPLOYMENT

Revised series of estimotes of family ond hirrd workers on forms in the
United States are published in this report for 1974 to dnte, Also included, for
the first time, are estimotes of form employment bv States, These were prepared
by the Buremu of Agriculturnl Economics as part of the Department's expsanded
farm labor progran. ‘

It should be noted that relatively minor chonges from the previous United
Statcs series hove-been made, primarily on thc basis of dnts enumernted by the
Bureau of thc Census in the spring of 1540, The- Census of Agriculture obtained
in April 1940 a record of the number of workers on fams dnring the week of
September 24 to September 30, 19392, and Mrrch 24-30, 1940, These dnta were supe
plemented with returns regarding employnent by occupntionrl classifications as
enunerated on the Census population schedule, These indicntions hnve been taken
into consideration in this preliminary revision of esrlier Notional nnd geographi
division estinmates of monthly frrm employment; OConsiderntion was also given in
some type-of-farming areas to indications secured fron somple enuner~tion surveys
made in Iowa and Arkonsns by the Division of Agricultural Strtistics in coopera-
tion with the Work Projects hAdministration in those States.

All in all, relatively few chnnges in the originrl cstinates of farm en-
ployment have been mede because both of the diversity of indic:tions derived
from other source material cnd lack of comparcbility between the Buresu's esti~
mates and other independent data on Census base dntes, Widely divergent indicae”
tions of amgricultural employnent sre obtainable, for exarple, from Census of
Agriculture ond Census of Population material for April 1, 1940, Both of thes¢



censuses omit workers from 10 to 13 years of age, whereas the Department's ésti-
pates include these youngsters when they are actually working, Furthermore, a
comparison of 1940 Census coverage with that for earlier years suggests the
possibility of underenumeration in instances where 4 decline in the number of

farms is greater than can be explained on the basis of independent economic series,
The Department's -estimates of farm employment on April 1, 1940, agree rather
closely with enumerations of the Census of Agriculture for family labor, includ-
ing farm operators.

Information svailable in the Department indicates, on the other hand, that
the trend in the number of hired workers suggested by Census of Population®ap-
pears entirely ressonable, The Department's estimates of hired hands were re-
vigsed accordingly. .

The Census of Agriculture enumerated 9,694,000 persons 14 years of age or
over as working on frrms on April 1, 1940. This compares with the revised egti-
pate of 9,686,000 for total frrm employment, The 1930 Census obtained data on
the number of workers 10 to 13 years of age on the bssis of which the 1940 Agri=
cultural Census figures, as well ag the estimates for other years, have been in-
creased to include this group of workers, In the 43 States for vhich the Census
of Population data are now available the records indicate a total farm employment
about 30 percent lower than the Census of Agriculture enumer~tions for the same
States on the same date,

Total workers on frrms during the week preceding October 1, 1939, have been
revised upword about 3 percent to 12,241,000 persons, The Census of Agriculture
enumerated 11,250,000 workers on October 1, but when this figure hns been ad-
justed for incompleteness and for workers from 10-13 years old, 1t ogrees quite
closely with the revised estimate for October 1.

Revision in the number of family workers on farms in the United States were
<light, with only minor changes in the annual sverage number of workers. Seasonsl
employment figures show a decline for the winter months of January, February, nnd
March, but ~n increase during the summer months of July, August, and September
rhen school-nge children were avnilable for full-time work on farms. 9¥ith the
upswing in industrinl activity and increased opportunities for industrial employ-
ment, farm family employment hos shown & gradual decline from an average of
8,702,000 workers in 1935 to an aversge of 7,829,000 family workers in 1941,

Previous estimates of hired lobor on ferms on Avril 1, 1940 were reduced
8 percent to 2,010,000 persons (10 years of age or over) vorking on frrms to the
levels indicated by the Census of Enplovment, Revised estimates place hired
workers on farms on October 1, 1939 at 3,280,000 persons, an increase of about
8 vercent over the previous figure. Adjustments in the cstimates of hired labor
to the census indications resulted in 2 lov:r mimber of hired workers on April
1, but o somewhrt higher mumber in the fall,

The average number of hired workers on farms in the United Stntes increased

irom 2,348,000 in 1934 to a high of 2,631,000 in 1937 and declined to 2,532,000
n 1940,

Information obtnined on W,P.A. sample enumer-tion surveys in Arkanses and
lova in 1940, 1941, eni 1942, as well as Census of Asricultural. dnta, indicates
that seasonal trends in familv and hired workers are somerhat more proncunced than
Vere formerly estimated. Adjustments have been made accordingly on this informa-
tion and on other available data regarding total labor requirements.
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MORE WOWMEN WORKERS IN AGRICULTURE

Returns from the special farm labor mail survey of over 41,000 farms in
the United States on ALpril) 1., 1942 showed approximately 1% percent of the total
workers on these farms to be wowen. Tadle iIs a mich hicher percentage of female
workers in agricultuce “han srovr by the &oril 1, 1¢10 Census of Employment,
which repor.ed or !l 1.5 percent of all agricultural workers to be women. The
trend tova~d zreater use of female workers on farms appears to be definite 21-
though the shift may not be as extensive on all farms as on those operated by
labor reporters,

Farm women and girls have gone to vork at doing light chorés, milking, and
light field work in many regions as regular male workers have left to take indns-
trial jobs and to join the armed forces. The shift to female vorkers has been
particularly heavy in the South Atlantic,” 7est North Central, and Pacific Goast
States.

In the Carolinas, Georgia, Florida, the Dakotas, Washington, and Oregon
as many as 20 percent of all ogricultural workers were reported as women. This
tendency clearly reveals the importance of farm women in the attainment of ogri-
cultural production goals for 1942, So frr this sesson the use »f children under
14 yeors of age, except for the performance of incidental chores, has not been
extensive,

Lnother interesting ferture of the reports made by farm labor correspond-
ents on the first of this month was in regard to the work status of all persons
living on farms., Here again the returns may not be representative of conditions
throughout the country but the comparisons bring out cseveral very interesting
sidelights on the labor situ-tion. In southern Nev Englond, New Jersey, and
Delaware, for example, from 10 to 15 vercent of the persons living on farms are
reported to have off-form jobs and non-farm work. In the Southeast, after ac-
counting for persons living and vorking on their frrms, houseworkers, persons in
their household working off the farm, the aged ond infirm, infants, and children
in school, the returns showed a residunl of from 6 to 14 percent of the farm pop-
ulation which wes inactive but availoble for farm work., Much less unused labor
ven reported on farms in most other parts of the country. Revorted information
on work stotis of the form population is shown by Stntes on page 25 of this re=
port, as well as by svecizl crop arens within the States of New Jersey and
Florida, This lotter detail was securcd through an emumerntion of portions of
those States as » vart of the Department's enlargzed program for the collection
of farm labor statistics,
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
