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FARM WORKERS UP SLIGHTLY FROM YEAR AGO

The labor force in the United States numbered 3.4 million workers during the
week of December 23-29, 1973, up 1 percent from the comparable week a year ago.
There were 2,709,400 working farm operators and unpaid family workers and 683,100
hired farm laborers. Each total was above a year ago. The 1973 annual average
of 4,395,100 workers was less than 1 percent above the 1972 average, but 1 per-
cent under 1971.

Farm workers averaged 33.3 hours duriny the December survey week which in-
cluded Christmas Day. A month ago the average was 35.9 hours but December 1972
averaged 33,1, Farm operators averaged 34.0 hours, unpaid family 29.5, and hired
workers 35.1 hours during the week of December 23-29, 1973,

WAGE RATES INCREASE

Wages of farm workers on Jnauary 1, 1974 were up 10 percent from a year ago
and 8 percent above October 1, 1973. The hourly rate without board and room
averaged $2.17, compared with $1.98 on January 1, 1973. Pay rates for the day,
week, and month were up similarly. Wage rates for the calendar year 1973 averag-
ed $2.00 per hour without board and room, up 9 percent from the 1972 average of
$1.84,

FARM WORK LIMITED BY HOLIDAYS AND WEATHER

Supplemental feeding of livestock was the major farm activity throughout
most of the Nation during the week of December 23-29, Despite the cold and snow,
livestock were rated in good condition, Farm workers were also busy with normal
chores and repairing equipment.

In Florida, citrus harvest was in full swing. Navel orange and grapefruit
harvests ware active in California. Citrus picking continued in Arizona and
Texas. The pecan harvest was limited in Georgila, but virtually complete in
Mississippl and Texas.

Cotton harvesting reached the final stages during the survey week in Texas
and continued in Arizona. There was only 1limited picking of cotton in Louisiana
and California, The remainder of the producing areas were about finished
harvesting prior to the survey week.

The sugarcane harvest in Florida remained active. Tobacco bed preparation
continued from Florida through North Carolina., Tobacco stripping in Kentucky
and Maryland was a major activity.

Vegetable harvesting was slow during the holidays in Florida. Many Texas
vegetables were set back by the extreme cold weather. In California, lettuce,
cabbage, carrots, and celery harvest continued,

Farm employment represents number of family and hired
labor working during the survey week. Family labor
includes farm operators working on farms one hour or
more plus other family members working 15 hours or
more without receiving cash wages during survey week.
Hired workers include all persons working one hour or
more for cash wages during the survey week, These
data should not be confused with the data published
by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) derived from
the Current Population Survey (CPS). The BLS data are
derived from a household survey where each member 16
years of age and older is classified as performing
farm or nonfarm work on the basis of major activity
during the survey week,
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
