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FARYM WAGE RATES CONTINUEL UP
EMPLOYZFENT SAME AS™ YEAR AGO

Farm wage rates, continuing to rise, on July 1 werc 3% times as high as
the 1935-39 average, tho Burecau of Agricultural Economics reported today.
The number of persons working on farms totaled 11,518,000, about the same
as on July 1, 1946.

Farm wage rates continued upward along with recent advances in industrial
vagese. Nationally the rate per month vwrithout board made the greatest
increase since last July. At §114.00, this ratc of pay now averages 8
pcrcent abowve July of last ycar, 7 percent higher than April of this yea
and over 3 times the 1935-39 avercge. Other pay rates incrcascd almost
as much.

The average of all ratos of pay rcached new pecks for all gecographic
divisions of the country on July 1. However, in sormc rogions individual
ratcs werc slightly higher during the latter half of 1946. Wage rates
averaged 10 percent higher than last July in the liountain States, wherc-
as in the Pacific Stetes, wherc hired cmployment continued well abovo
last year's level, they changed very little.

At tho usual summer poak around July 1, the number of nersons working

on farms was about the same as =z year carlicr. There vms little scasonal
change from Junc 1. Teather during the last week in Junc was about the
same as o year ago, cxcert that floods in the Midwost limited farm cmploy-
mont locally. This yecar's later scason changed lsbor requircments in

somc arcas. The number of farm operators and unpeid members of their
familios working on farms on July 1 was cbout the same es last yocar. As
usual there was little chango since Junc 1. The number of hired farm
workers incrcascd a little less than tho usual sonsoncl amount and on

July 1 totalecd about thc same as last yoar.

The last weck™in Junc was onc of tho best this scason for farm work cast

of thc Rockics. Rainfall of 1 to 2 inches occurrcd in southorn Now

England, in the ccntral Gulf arca, the southcastern coastal rcgions and

in ocastorn Iowa and northern Illinois. Farm work mede good progross in

Mmost of the country although ono to throc wocks latc cast of the Rockics.

Delaycd planting and planting of latc crops, cultivation of row-crops and
ying were making good progress in the North Central and Northcast rogions,



In parts of Iova, lMissouri, Illinois ~nd Nebraskn floods and wot soil
vorc scrious obstacles to farm work. Soyboans werc not all planted in
tho Corn Bolt and corn was prorrossing slowly. Whoat harvost was somo~
what later than o ycar ogo with combine hrrvest in full swing in southern

Kensas. On the Vlest Coast farm worlz held its advantago of the earlior
than usucl spring start.

In New Eng{ggg on July 1 a few morc people worc working on forms than a
ycar ago as formers completed delayed plantings. The number of hired
workers was 20 percent larger but therc wore fewor femily workers om-
ploycd. ABout the usual scasonal increascs occurrcd less than last year
for family workers and groater for hired workers. In addition to some
late planting Now Zngland farmers wero also heying, oultivating crops
and picking stravbcrrics.

In the MMiddle Atlantic States the samo numbur of hirecd hands wore cmployed
on July 1 as a year ago but fcwer femily workers. The number of family
vorkors increascd less than usunl during Junc. Weather fevorod field work
but some Now York arces werc still too wot for planting. Finishing dclayed

plantings was thc main job in most of the region. Hay-making and culti-
vating crops werc also goencrul. Barley harvest was past its pcak and
buckwheat sceding started in Pennsylvania. In western New York transplant-
ing cabbage was just starting and tomato sctting was about over.

Employment on farms on July 1 uns about the samc as & year ago in tho
Last North Central Statcs. The number of hired workcrs incrcased season-
ally but a little 1lcoss than vsunl. Ficld work was later than usual with
cultivating a major job. Hay-making was goncral in all States. Wheat
harvest was barely sbtarted in the cxtreme southern part of the region.
IMichigan farmcrs wore still planting beans, potatocs und corn for silege.

Floods and a later wheat harvest in the West North Central Statcs held
the number of hired workers %o 6 porcent less than last year on July 1
after a scasonal increase of only a fourtk of usual. Tho number of fami-
ly workers was about the scuc as last yeare. Little fiocld work was pos-
sible in parts of casbSern Nebraska, contrel and southcastern Iovm and
northern !Missouri becausc of excessive rainfall and overflow of the
Mississippi, Missouri, Raccoon and Dcs lioines rivors. In most of the
region corn cultivation and hay-making worce major jobs. Vhoat harvest
was underway in southern Iiissovri and was in full swing in southern
Kansas.

In the South Atlantic States there werc fewer hircd hands on July 1 thon

o year ogo aftor a largor thon usucl seasonal docrcase. There were slight-
1§ morc family workcrs tlan last year. Farm work genorelly medc good
progress during the last week of Junc. Small grain horvest was about
comploted in South Carolina and underway in tho morc northorn States.
Tobacco-curing was in progross in South Carolina, Georgie and Florida.

The Florida citrus harvost was ncarly over. Poach harvest was woll undor-
way in Georgia but much later than last yoar. Cantaloupos and watcrmelons

werc moving in volumo from South Carolina.
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About a usual scasonal decreasc in both femily end hircd employment in

tho East South Central Statcs lpft bpth.groups of workers slightly smaller

than lost July 1. Small grain harvest was cbout complcted in hlobema and

Mfississippi and underway in Fentucky and Tennesseo. Rain had. dclayed

ficld work in some perts of the reglon.' Cbtton chooping was about com-

plctcd in the southorn Statcs of the rtgiord. Swoet notato harvest was
tarted in Baldwin County, Alobama. -

In the Yost South Central Stctes the number of hired workers on July 1 was
ncorly 10 percont lcss than e yoar ago after less than the usual seasonal
incrcases Family workers numbcred about the same as last year. As usual
family cmployment éid not decrcase from June 1. .Small grain horvest was

in progress in the Panhandlce of Toxas aad the northﬁrn sectiopns of Olklahomo
ond Arkansas. Theat harvest was not started in the Texas High Plains.
Sorghums were being combined in southern Texas and plantcd in the High
Plains. In Oklohoma cotton chop»ning and cultivation of row crops were
importent jobs.

In the Mounbain States the number of family iorkers declined about tirice
os much as usucl from June 1 to July 1 to less than last year. But an
increase from last ycar in the number of hired workers morc then offset
this decline. Hoying, cultivating row-crops and irrigating werc jobs
goueral throughout the region. In ilontena, a large port of the bect crop
had been thinned and some hoed. In Idaho, carly votato end apricot har-
vests had startcds In tho lower western vnlleys of Colorado, pcaches werc
being thinned and carly cherrics ond cpricots nicked. In the San Luis
valley farmers werc cultivating end spraying notatocs.

In the Paclflc Stotos hircd cmployment on July 1 remaincd above last
yeare On July 1 thorc were 8 pcrcent more hired workers than a year
agoe Tho number of fomily workors doclined slightly. Farm work was
procceding at o satisfactory rato. In Ylashington grecenpcas for canning,
canc berrics (raspberries, blackberrics, ctc.), and some cherrics and
markct vegetables were being hervested. Vheat harvest wes getting
started but most farmers were still meking nreparations for harvest.

In Californiec harvest operations werc underwey for citrus, apricots,
plums; cherrics, somc early poachcs and grapes and early potatocs, as
viell as grain, Plax and hay. Other field work consisted of irrigation,
cotton chopning and planting and cultivation of truck crops.
