- ﬁ&béut a million and three-quarter fewer persons were employed on farms
N
in December than a montph eariier, the Agricultural Marleting Service reported
today. FHEmplcymens: during the weel of December 20-26 totaled 6,390,000. The
usual seascnal decline left the total number of persons employed on farims
slichtly below a year ago.

The average number of persons emplovec on farms in 1953 was 8,580,000,
dotm about 1 percent from 1952, The cowntrard trend in numbers of persons
working on farms arpears to have slowed this year. 1In liarch of 1953, the
number of workers was larger than for the seme month a year earlier for the

" first tine in over L years. However, December 1953 was the 60th successisive
mbnth in which the number of family workers vas less than for the comparable
hired
period the vear before. The number of/workers averaged slightly more for 1953
than for 19%2. For half of the months of 1953, there -ere more hired workers
employed than a year eariier.

Farm wage rates on about January 1 averzged a little hicher thanla year
ago. The secasonallv adjusted index reached a new high of 525, up 2 percent
from a year earlier and from the previous quarter.

For the country as a vhole, all individual types of farm wage rates were

the same or more than a year earlier with only the rate per day with house



ard the rate per hour with house the same as a year ago. In comparison with
October 1, both monthly rates and honrly rotes witlhiout hoard or room were up

on January 1, per day rith lLiouse rates vewrc the seme and all other types of
rates vere lorer, These are about the usual changes. Nonthiy retes for the
year are usually established at the beginning of the ye:r and seem to reflect
the continued tight supply of regular yeer-round wcrkers.. Rates per hour with-
out board or room were up sharply from October as the use of these rates shifted
to the higher wage rate areas. The per hour ith house rates dropped sharply
as the proportion of workers paid these rates inereased in the South.

For geographic regions, the weishted averages of all types of rates were
above a year earlier except in the South Atlantic States where they were the
same, end in the Fast South Central where they were doim. Most individual tynee
of rates were also above a year earlier or the same for all regions except in
the Fast South Central Stetes where all but one of the rates were lovers

The level of wage retes by regions, as measured by the seasonally adjusted
index, wes up from October in the Iiddle Atlantic, East North Central,West South
Central, and lMountein States, 1liost individual rates, however, vere lower or the
same as in October except in the South Atlantic States. The changes in indivi-

dual rates from last quarter by regions were in most cases about the same as
usual.

Worlk on farms durine the weelr of Decamber 20-25, was larsely reduced to
necessary chores in most parts of the country except the extreme southern areas.
Temperatures were below normel in the soutliern two-thirds of the country and
above normal in the other third. Some of the jobs in the couniry, other than
chores and maintenance mork, were vegeteble cultivation and hervest in Florida,
California, Arizona, and lower Texas, cotton harvest in California, Arizona and
Texas, which was nearly completed, citrus harvest in Florida and California and
some late harvest operations in the South such as tung nut harvest in Louisiena
and castor bean harvest in Texas. Tobacco strinping was in progress in the
Burley Area.

The number of family workers employed during the survey weel was slightly
less than a year ago in about half of the geographic rerions. There were a feu
more workers in the New England, East North Central and Pacific States and the
same number in the Middle Atlantic and Vest North Ceniral States. Above normai
temperatures in the North Central and Northeast mav have accointed for holding
family employment at or above a year earlier in these areas. The largest de-
crease from a year ago was in the South Atlantic States. Below freezing tem-
peratures reached as far South as Floride during the survey weelt. Changes from
a year ago in numbers of hired workers were generally small in most regions.
Decreases amounted to slightly more than the increases. [ relatively large
incresse in the New England States is probebly ~ue partly to the weather but
also to the very low level of hired employment a year ago.

Decreases in employment from a2 month ago were large in the South for both
family workers and for hired workers. Decreases in the numbers of hired workers
were also large for all other regions. In most ceses, decreases from a month
earlier followed about the usual seasonal pattern for family worlers and for
hired workers.

DEFINITIONS LAND EXPLANATIONS
Employment

Farm employment estimetes of the Agriculturel llarketing Service cover
persons doing farm work on all farms. Ilfailed questionneires are received
every month from 15,000 to 20,000 fermers who revort the number of persons
working on their ferms. Interview survevs of f:crmers are used less frequent-
ly to provide bench mark data on employment. The survey week for the mailed
questionnaire each imonth is the last complete calendar week in the month
except when that week includes the lest dav of the month; in that case, the
survey weelr is the next to the lest full celendar week.

Umployment concepts

A1l farm operators are counted as emplovec if they spend one hour or
more during the survey week at farm -rorl”, chores, or in the transaction of
farm business. llembers of the operator's family or household doing unpaid
farm work or chores, are counted if they put in 15 hours or more during the
survey week., Operators nlus unpaid members of their families or household
who meet these criteria of employment are called family workers. All persons
doing one or more hours of farm work or chores for pay during the survey
week are counted es hired workers. ilembers of the onerator's family doing
farm work for cash wages are counted as hired worksrs. Cromoers are con-
sidered family workers when working on their ovn crops, but hired workers
when doing farm work for pay oif their om trects. If a person is employed
both as a family worker and a hired vorker during the week on the same farm,
he is counted as a hired worker.

Comnarability with other data

The data on farm emnloyment nublished by the Agricultural llarketing
Service differ from ihose on agricultural emmloyment published by the Burezu
of the Census in the lionthly Report On The lLabor Force. The Agricultural
Marketing Service collects informetion from the employer (the farmer) who
reports the number of persons working on his farm during the week regardless
of the other jobs held by those workers. The Census data, on the other hand,
are obtained through interviews rith anproximetely 25,000 farm and nonfarm
households with the housewife or some other member of the household reporting
on the labor force status of the household members. They relate only to per-
sons 1L years of age and over, who are in the civilian populetion and not in
institutions.

The difference between the Agricultural Marketing Service and the
Census deta is attributable mainly to the different treatment of three
groups of workers. Children uncer 1L years of age who meet the criteria of
employment are included in the Agriculturecl larketing Service estimates,
but not in the Census Bureau's. It is estimated thet this number may reach
a summer peak as high as two million. Persons working on more than one
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farm during the survey week are counted only once by the Census Pureau,
but they are counted by the Agricultural larlzetins Service on cech farm
where they work and meet the minimum hour requirements. This groun is
also more numcrous during the harvest season when the demand for farm
labor is greatest. The additional count of vorkers attributable to this
duplication is estimated at a minimum of a quearter of a million and may
be considerably larger. The third qroup is comesg? of persons who work
in both agricultural and nonagricultural employment, but work longer &t
the nonagricultural employment; they are classified by Census as working
on nonagricultural emnloyment, but by the Agricultural liarketing Service
as working on a farm. This last group may range frou one-half million to
a million in different seasons of the year. ’

Other groups counted by the Agricultural Marketing Service but not
by the Census Lure:u are imported foreign workers and somec migratory
workers not living in nrivate housecholds. On the other hend, the Census
Bureau includes in its estimates of agricultural cmployment certain classes
of workers which the Agricultural lariieting Service does not include. Per-
sons with "nonfarm" occupctions vho are working on farwus, such as bookkeep-
ers and typists, some persons in certain agricultural processing activities,
and farm opnerators with no other job vho did no farm worl: are considered as
employed in agriculture by the Census Bureau, but are not included by the
Agricultural Marketing Service in its estimates of agricultural employment.

Because the volume of agricultural emnloyment is affected by chances
both in season and in weather, the difference in the weelt of the month for
which the data are collected may also make some difference. The Agricul-
tural Merketing Service deta relate to the last full calender week ending
at least one dey before the end of the month while the Cehsus Bureau in-
formation relates to the vweel” conteining the eighth of the month.

The Agricultural liarketing Servico eslimates farm employment from
current reports mede by & selected group of farmers adjusted to enumerative
survey bench mark data. The Bureau of the Census bases its figures on a
sample of dwelling units. Accovdingly, the figures in both cases are sub-
ject to a sampling variztion and may differ [rom the results of a complete
census.

Wage rates

. Wage ratrs are reported quarterly by the same sample of farm operators
that reports employment. The farmer is asked to report average wage rates
being paid "at this time" in his locality. The "at this time" on the aver-
age probably represents the second or third day before the end of the month.
