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FARI EMPLOYMENT INCREASES SEASONALLY
WAGE RATES CONTINUE MODERATE RISE

Farm  employment during the week of March 18-2L increased from the
previous month to a total of 5,800,000 persons. This represented about the
average seasonal change. Despite increased activity on many farms the na-
tional total was 3 percent lower than a year earlier and lowest of record
for the date by the same degree. Farm operators and other family workers
not receiving cash wages numbered L,567,000, 3 percent below the March 1961
estimate. Hired workers employed on farms during the period were estimated
at 1,233,000 --also 3 percent less than in March 1961, Farm employment was
less than a year earlier for both family workers and hired workers in every
geographic region except the West South Central region,

Wage Rates Up Again; Most Changes Slight

Wage rates on April 1, 1962, as summarized on page 7, averaged about 3
percent above a year earlier and highest of record for the date. These aver-
ages by States, which represent rates paid on reporters' farms or in their
home localities, show remarkable consistency in the increases indicated.
The monthly rate (with house), applicable to mainstay, regular workers, at
%192 per month was 2 percent more than reported on April 1, 1961. The hourly
average without board and room increased 3 percent to $1.07 per hour. Con-
verted to a composite hourly equivalent, the wage rates specified in the
report averaged $0.779 centsper hour, an increase of 3 percent over a year
earlier, Rates per month with board and room showed least change, advancing
1 percent to $150 per month. Allowances for payments other than cash are not
included in these averages.

Changing Conditions Bring Many Advances in Farm Work

The changeable March weather brought some rising temperatures over much
of the Nation during the March 18-2l, survey week. New England maple sugaring
and fruit tree pruning were active after a late start, making an exception to
the continuation of a winter routine. Soils warmed and some field work started
in parts of Mid-Atlantic States. Spreading fertilizer and lime were popular
Jjobs there, as in many other areas.

In South Atlantic States spring work made considerable advance. The
beginning of potato planting on Virginia's "Eastern Shore" had been delayed
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apout a month by wet soils but after March 15 was completed with a rush. Exces-
sive soil moisture hampered North Carolina field work but in South Carolina some
corn and watermelons were planted, Transplanting tobacco was active in Georgia
and some corn and cotton were planted although weather still had a cold, back-
ward feel. 1In Florida, transplanting of shade-grown tobacco neared completion,
Planting of spring crops was under way in general farming sections of the State,
A total of 1,535,000 boxes of oranges were harvested during the week ending
March 23 and 1,560,000 boxes of grapefruit. The volume of vegetable harvests
slackened somewhat but included LL7 cars of cabbage, 352 of celery, 770 cars of
tomatoes, and numerous cars of various crops including light but increasing
volume of watermelons starting from near Fort Myers and Immokalee.

In the East South Central area, a cool wet week kept most Kentucky and
Tennessee farmers out of fields. Activity was greater in Alabama; corn plant-
ing made progress in southern counties and much land was prepared. Limited
acreages of cotton and corn were planted in southern Mississippi. Early March
frosts severely hit many tung nut groves during the blooming period.

Across the "Father of Waters" in the West South Central area the farm labor
survey week brought some warmer days. In Arkansas, probably more land was pre-
pared during this period than in any other week this year. Louisiana groweres
were planting corn and rice and cultivating and fertilizing sugar cane. Corn
planting was starting in the southern counties of Oklahoma. Texas had just
weathered the second severe cold wave of the month, which pushed some frost
southward into the Winter Garden area. Cotton planting was nearly complete in
the Lower Valley but only 10 percent of the State's total acreage had been
planted., About 35 percent of the Texas corn acreage had been planted and 13
percent of the grain sorghum.acreage. Rice was being planted in east Texas and
harvesting of commercial vegetables, especially onions and carrots, was active
in the South,

The Mountain States have been somewhat behind the usual progress of farm work in March
because of cold or wet fields in many sections but have good soil moisture and improved pros-
pects for irzigation water. Shearing sheep and livestock care during the calving and lambing
seasons were important activities. FPlanting of sugar beets made some progress in Colorado
and onions were being planted in the Arkansas River Valley of the State. Ground preparation,
irrigation and planting were active in New Mexico. In Arizona, lettuce and citrus harvests
and vegetable cultivation continued; cotton planting had started slowly under cool weather
conditions.

In the Pacific States, farm work was as highly varied as the many special crops produced.
In Washington, while commercial dairymen were cleaning barnyards and fertilizing fields, flower
growers had their labor crews picking daffodils. About 75 percent of the State's suger beet
planting had been done. Work in hop yards included repairing trellises and replanting dead
hills. Orchards in Oregon's Hood River Valley were trying to catch up on tree pruning and
the application of dormant sprays, after delays caused by cold and wet weather. California
growers were planting many crops. Cotton planting was active in the Desert Valleys but just
starting in the southern San Joaquin Valley. The first cutting of alfalfa had started in the
southern part of the State, some of it for green chop and dehydration. Harvest of navel .
oranges was finished in central California and was 75 percent completed in southern Califormia.

In North Central States fields in most sections were still cold or wet but fast action
was eagerly anticipated. Spring seedings of grains made considerable progress in southern and
western Kansas. Some of last year's corn and grain sorghum crops in northeast Kansas and
northern Missouri still remained to be harvested and this work was resumed in Missouri. Oat
seeding started on a small scale in southern Ohio and Illinois. Livesotck work and chores on
many North Central farms was made difficult by muddy feedlots or yards. But more good drying
days could be expected to send tractors roaring across waiting fields, readying them for corn
and soybeans, for which March intentions pointed to possible increases in 1962.
